· Advocate for greening the city of Cambridge.

In 2002, the City adopted the Cambridge Climate Protection Plan,
 the result of two years of research and discussion by citizens and City staff. The plan set the goal of reducing greenhouse gas emissions by 20% from 1990 levels by 2010. 

Major Cambridge-based institutions and companies have already signed on and are taking their own actions--saving money, energy and increasing productivity in the process. But to make a real difference, actions need to be taken by all of us in our daily lives. And we must work together to support broader changes to reduce carbon emissions.

The polar ice cap is melting

Sugar maples are shifting north
Global warming, or climate disruption, is the shift in weather patterns due to an increase in the atmosphere of carbon dioxide (CO2) and other gases that trap the sun’s heat, acting like a blanket wrapped around the earth. The main source of greenhouse gases is burning oil, coal and gas.

Already a 25% increase of CO2 over historical levels has increased the world’s average surface temperature by 1 degree over the last century. 

As the world attempts to adjust, the weather is already increasingly unstable. U.N. data show that the number of natural disasters worldwide have increased by 30% in the last decade. Changes in weather are likely to be increasingly unpredictable and abrupt, leaving little chance for agriculture, natural systems or cities full of people to adapt.

In the US we have ingenuity and some of the greatest technology on the planet. But we are not using it. We must move to more sustainable fuels and technologies of the future. These technologies will position our economy for the world marketplace and decrease our dependence on foreign oil.

With no decrease in fossil fuel consumption, CO2 levels will double by 2050. We feel it is our responsibility to take action, in this decade, while we still have options.
